Essay Prize of the Goethe Society of North America for her article “Apum
Rex/Regina: Goethes Bienenlehre als Schliissel zu Wilhelm Meisters
Wanderjahren;” our own Secretary/Treasurer, Sophie Boyer, published a book La
femme chez Heinrich Heine et Charles Baudelaire: le langage moderne de
[’amour; our former editor of Seminar, Rodney Symington, published Shakespeare
in the Third Reich; and our venerable and always good-humored current editor of

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Congratulations also go to Riidiger Mueller who received this year’s “College of
Arts Teaching Award” at the University of Guelph; to Alexandra Heberger, who
received the “Outreach Award to Outstanding Faculty” from the President of
University of Manitoba; and to Brigid Garvey of Dalhousie who received the 2004
Faculty of Arts and Social Sciences Teaching Award.

For the third time in the academic year 2004/2005, the Chair in German-Canadian
Studies at the University of Winnipeg is offering the annual GERMAN-CANA-
DIAN STUDIES ESSAY PRIZE for the best undergraduate essay on any aspect in
the field of German-Canadian Studies.
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On 14 January 2005 the Department hosted a half-day colloquium on W.G. Se-
bald: Texts / Contexts.

In Memoriam

Karl J. Kuepper (1935-2004)

Karl Kuepper passed away on December 1st, 2004 at the age of 69. He was Pro-
fessor of German and Associate Dean of Arts at the University of New Brunswick
where he actively pursued his interests in research, teaching and administration
from 1965 until 1979 when he was appointed Professor and Dean of the Faculty at
Bishop’s University. For over 20 years, he remained an integral part of that
institution. As Dean of Faculty, he revealed his qualities of enthusiasm,
collegiality, resilience, and compassion, thereby earning the enduring respect and
admiration of those who worked with him. Karl’s accomplishments and exemplary
skills in the classroom were recognized in 1995 with the William and Nancy
Turner Award for Teaching.
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Over the years, Karl contributed enormously to the national and international
profile of Bishop’s. He always maintained his connections with his native
Germany, establishing exchange programmes with various German institutions and
organizations and was active in many professional associations. Karl was a long-
standing member of the Canadian Association of University Teachers of German,
serving as president from 1986 to 1988. Beset by health problems, Karl retired in
2000. He was honoured with the status of Emeritus Professor in 2001. Karl’s
generosity, strength of character and welcoming heart endeared him to everyone
who knew him including colleagues, students, friends and family. He had an
extraordinary gift of always maintaining a positive attitude regardless of the
challenges life presented him, facing each situation with immense inner strength
and an engaging sense of humor.
