From the President
Talking the Walk: Reflections on Post-Secondary Education in Canada

Today’s mail brings the annual CAUT Almanac of Post-Secondary Education in
Canada/Almanach de I'enseignement postsecondaire au Canada de I’ACPPU, chock full of
statistics about the state of post-secondary education in Canada. I’ve never been able to resist
browsing through such collections of facts. Marcella Rollmann’s excellent survey of German
always repays close scrutiny, and we are all deeply grateful for the work she and all the
contributors put into compiling it. But from time to time it behooves us to look up and see how
the general climate is changing.

Reassuring are statistics on the steady growth in the numbers of students undertaking post-
secondary education in Canada. The plain numbers are up: there were 756,987 FTEs in 2004-5,
an increase of 32.9% since 1992-93. In the same period, the participation rates are up
dramatically from 17.5% of the population aged 18-24 to 21.1%. Evidently young people are
convinced that a high school education cannot be the pinnacle of learning or training any more.

But there are disturbing numbers as well, ones that confirm what we all know from our
daily experiences in environments of shrinking resources. The average undergraduate tuition has
gone up by 154.7% nationally since 1991-92. Perhaps the most alarming statistic is that in
Alberta, arguably the richest of the provinces, tuition has gone up a whopping 212.7%! Students
in the Arts and Humanities are carrying average debts of nearly $19,000; 47% of all students are
in debt. One can readily imagination the impact the indebtedness will have. While those studying
Law, Medicine, Engineering or Dentistry can hope to repay their debts with future earnings, it is
highly unlikely that students in most disciplines of the Arts and Humanities will ever be able to
pay off their loans. Some speak wistfully and wishfully of the possibility that governments will
one day let them off the hook by wiping out those debts; the more realistic are going to continue
to drift into fields where there is at least faint hope of coping financially.
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The most fundamental, most telling statistic is that overall government spending on post-
secondary education was down -1.3% in 2005-06 compared to 1992-93. As a share of total
expenditures, post-secondary education is down from 6.3% in 1992-93 to 5.2%. Only New
Brunswick, Manitoba and Saskatchewan show increases. As a share of national GDP, post-
secondary education slid from 1.54% to 1.07%. Table after table, graph after graph shows the
same trend: the federal and provincial governments are spending significantly, sometimes
catastrophically, less on education than a decade ago. Funding is down while demand continues
to rise.

None of this comes as a surprise. We all know that resources are being stripped away. We
also know what this means on the job site: fewer professors, more exploited part timers, fewer
books and periodicals for the library, fuller classrooms, no funds for innovation in teaching or
research. Ceaseless striving to “do more with less” turns out to be synonymous with entropy: “a
process of degradation or running down or a trend to disorder” (Merriam-Webster’s Collegiate
Dictionary).

What can we do? I think it is time for the “learned societies” to recall an earlier concept of
academic organizations in the republic of letters, namely that of the academy. As originally
conceived in the Renaissance, the academy was more than a forum for the dissemination of
knowledge. It was an institution that would be directly involved in the production of knowledge,
which meant having its own resources or access to public resources in order to sponsor learning.
This is easier said than done. As Canadians we have become used to crassly simple models for
collecting and distributing money for education. The monopoly of the federal and provincial
governments in post-secondary education once met the needs of the country, but increasingly the
same monopoly is being used to control and to reduce post-secondary education. Without private
universities, without semi-autonomous or fully autonomous institutions for post-secondary
education, the Canadian system always was dangerously vulnerable to shifts in government
policies. If the funding continues to erode, and if we do not explore ways to do things differently,
familiar institutions of post-secondary education, such as the CAUTG/APAUC, will more or less
have to fold up or continue as facades.

So it is time for us to put our heads together and come up with new ideas, with viable
suggestions, with radical alternatives. I am confident that by pooling our intelligence the
CAUTG, along with the other learned societies, can reinvent ourselves as enterprise zones in the
landscape of post-secondary education. The alternative, while already thinkable, should be
unacceptable.

Let’s talk about these matters and others over a coffee, a chai or a beer in Saskatoon, under
the canopy of the big sky that makes all futures look bright. Bring your ideas as well as your
concerns and let’s share them with colleagues.
