	The GDR dramatist Heiner Müller’s Despoiled shore Medeamaterial Landscape with Argonauts (1982) constitutes a complex critique of a stagnating ‘late Cold-War world … that is intrinsically unable to imagine a new world order’ (Peter A. Campbell). Taking Müller’s pre-unification drama as a starting-point, this paper sweeps along coastlines and out to sea with post-1990 texts by other eastern German writers, including Barbara Köhler, Antje Rávic Strubel, and Christa Wolf, as they explore the potential of the literary text to engender new imaginative dynamics, stimulated by encounters with shores once unattainable to landlocked GDR citizens.
Georgina Paul is a Fellow and Tutor at St. Hilda’s College at the University of Oxford.
